CTP virtual conversation

The next CTP virtual conversation is scheduled for April 20" at noon CST. We have sent out a flash
survey to the 300+ CTPs on the list we have compiled. The subcommittee reviewed the results of the
survey to date.

It was suggested that Meg Galloway again provide an update on the status of the FEMA mapping
program. We then would discuss the results of the flash survey and indicate that the survey deadline will
be extended. Joanna has looked at the new FEMA data archive site and can provide CTPs some
information on the site.

We they would ask people participating to indicate what activity is occurring in their region. Brooke
indicated that MHFD has continued process LOMRs as part of the LOMR review partners program while
Glenn indicated that lllinois has paused their reviews due to the lack of funding from FEMA. They are
passing their submittals on to the FEMA PTS contractor. Brooke indicated that Brian Koper has had
discussions with the MHFD.

It has been indicated that regions 9 and 10 are continuing to have meetings associated with mapping
projects. It seems that in many cases FEMA regions have not had dialogue with CTPs or communities.

Brooke will be unable to attend. Alan can attend but will likely be traveling.

CTP conversation at the Milw conference

The CTP conversation has been moved to coincide with the afternoon committee co-chairs meetings.
Brooke indicated that since they do not have a lot of topics for the M&ES meeting that she and Glenn
thought it would be good to include the CTP conversation with the committee meeting.

The CTP conversation is still included in the program so that those that would like to meet with no set
agenda could do so. Brooke wanted there to be a notice to CTPs that they should attend the M&ES
meeting.

We put out a poll on when the best night would be for the CTP social. Monday and Tuesday received
about the same number of votes. We selected Monday to avoid conflicting with other Tuesday night
events.

M&ES meeting

The USACE has recently released HEC-RAS 2025 Beta. Brooke had gotten the corps to present on the
topic 2 years ago.

We discussed that in might be useful to also have a presentation on Atlas 14/15.

Glenn indicated that the lllinois State Water Survey has been doing some research on the use of Al for
flood hazard mapping. He indicated that he could provide a status report on the effort.



CTP webinar

We had a poll asking CTP virtual conversation attendees to vote on preferences for CTP webinars.
Artificial Intelligence impact on Mapping got the most votes, Future of Flood Risk Data (or other
mapping effort) 2", and 2D modeling outreach 3.

Alan provided some links to people on the call related to Al. We also discussed having Glenn participate
in a webinar related to Al to present on the work they are doing related to the use of Al for flood hazard
mapping. He indicated that he could provide a status report on the effort.

We also discussed having Fathom present.

Note from the March summary: Brooke indicated that the MHFD is testing the use of Al to provide a way
to people to find things easily in a pdf Flood Hazard Area Delineation document. Depending of the results
that could be a portion of a webinar.
